The Academic Success Center provides many forms of Learning Support
and Tutoring throughout your student career at Jefferson, including
Professional Writing, Math, Science, Design, and Academic Skills, as
well as Peer Tutoring for many subjects.

We will also assign your First-Year Academic Advisor closer to the start
of term. Your Advisor will reach out to you and introduce themselves
within the 1t week of classes; they are faculty members who also teach
in your College.



As a first-year student, you will be enrolled in your first semester
courses according to the requirements for your major.

We require that you complete an online Math Test and a Writing
Placement Process on Canvas.Jefferson.edu. We can then
schedule you into the appropriate level of math for your major
and first-year level writing courses.

WRITING PLACEMENT

We use a Directed Self-Placement method for Writing placement- it puts you in charge (with help as
needed). You will choose one of the following classes that fits your needs best:

WRIT-100: Intro to Academic Writing
3 credits
This will count as a free elective if you have room for it
Students usually take WRIT-101 after successfully completing WRIT-100

WRIT-101: Writing Seminar 1
3 credits

WRIT-101S: Writing Seminar 1, Studio: Introduction to Academic Written Communication,
4 credits

Similar to WRIT-101, but moves at a slower pace, requires the writing of 4 assignments as opposed to 5, meets 3 times a
week instead of 2

The 31 class session is a studio session that focuses on the conventions of university level writing including: the language
of scholarship, critical reading, genre analysis, intensive revision. The studio meeting time is not optional.

All students will then take WRIT-201: Writing Seminar 2
You may be placed here if you come in with Writing transfer/AP credit.
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MATH PLACEMENT

Math placement depends on your math placement results, as well as the math
requirements for your specific major. Depending on your results you may have
been placed into the one of the following:

* MATH-099: Fundamentals of College Mathematics

MATH-103: Applied Calculus

Honors Program

« Honors Institute students are selected through the Admissions Application process. As applicants are reviewed for admission to
Jefferson, some students may emerge as clear Honors candidates based upon a comprehensive review of the materials submitted
in their University application. Factors considered include academic achievements such as high school coursework, cumulative
GPA and standardized test results. Demonstrated accomplishments and experiences outside the classroom are also recognized.
These students are notified of their acceptance into Honors at the same time they receive their acceptance to the University.

FIRST-YEAR ADVISING

» Advisors are both faculty members and academic advisors
» Advisors are assigned by major and are proactive in outreach to students

« Student begin immediately with a professional contact in their area of
interest

» Advisors guide students in course planning, goal setting, and making
responsible choices for their academic careers

» Advisors assist students with dropping courses and adding them, especially
in the first semester when an advisors signature is required to make changes

« Students can speak with their advisor about schedule changes

« Starfish assists with the adjustment to college- it is a way for your faculty to
let you know if they have concerns about your progress in your courses, or
give you kudos when you are succeeding

« Advisors utilize the Starfish early alert/kudos system
